Junior game ends in brawl

Vernon 8, Nanaimo 4

Vernon Essos won a decisive

viclory against Nanaimo
Clippers Saturday night before
a sparce gathering of 300 odd
fans, out-scoring the visiting
Clippers 8-4 and when the final
horn sounded took a split
decision in a mass fight with
every player on both teams
gelling their licks in.

The game itself was well
played as far as the Essos were
concerned as they ltook a 20
lead after one period of play,
malched single goals in the
second period for a 3-1 lead to
slarl the third session and then
oulscored the visitors 5-3 in the
final period to chalk up their
24th win in 53 games played so
far this season.

The loss to Nanaimo put a halt
1o a four game win streak the

Clippers had going for them and
gave them their 24th loss in 51
games played as of Saturday
night.

Al one point, Vernon's power-
play marked the major dif-
ference in the game as they had
scored three of their first four
goals with a man advantage and
by the four minute mark of the
third period led by a score of 4-2
and as mentioned, three of those
goals coming on the power-play,
wilh Nanaimositting men in the
penalty box.

In the first period, Tim
Sanche teamed with Don
Murdock and Dave Caldow for
the Essos first goal at 2:38, then
al 12:12 Cliff Lane tipped in Ken
Price’s goal-mouth pass with
Bruce Van Camp of the Clippers
sitting out a tripping penalty he
had picked up 19 seconds
earlier.

He is blessed with a high
degree of intelligence and
seems almost lo revel in the
daily contest aimed at his ex-
lerminaltion.

What has laken man many
years of study and ex-
perimentation Lo learn about
ballistics, the crow seems to
know instinctively.

His estimate, almost to
micromeler exactitude, of the
effective range of the full gamut
of sholguns is proof positive.

Though he occasionally errs
in judging the reach of a center
fire rifle, his overall average at
ballistics  calculation is
awesomely high.

The crow's powers of com-
munication are also of high
order, perhaps more limited
than (hose ascribed lo the
dolphin, but ample enough to

VANCOUVER — Two right
ends who gained All-Conference
honors in college have signed
1973 contracts with the B.C.
Lions.

Jim Yancey, 23, was named
the top light end in the
Southeast Conference in 1970
‘while catching passes for the
University of Florida, and the
following season he was named
to the Southeast academic
team.

Dick Bumpas, 23, will get his
second look at tight end with the
Lions. He was a late cut a year
ago, following an outstanding
career al the University of
Arkansas, where he was the
oulstanding defensive player in
'70 in the Southwest Conference.

Both Yancey and Bumpas
were members of the coaching
fraternily in '72, Yancey at a
high school in Ocala, Fla., and
Bumpas al Virginia Tech
University in Blacksburg, Va.

“Yancey was an outstanding
college football player,” says
Lions Head Coach Eagle Keys.
“He may have been overlooked
lasl season because of his size
(6-3, 215), but he hopes lo add at
least 10 pounds before he
reporls lo our training camp.”

Yancey caught 70 passes
during his three years al
Florida, where the Galors ran a
pro-siyle offence directed by
quarlerback John Reaves.
Yancey holds the Florida
record for (he longesl pass
receplion — 81 yards.

His uncle, incidentally, is pro
golfer Bert Yancey, and Jim
lists one of his favorite hobbies
as being golf.

Bumpas came very close o
making the Lions’ final roster of
32 a year ago. He was released
al the final cutdown,
