One such effort on thelr part Involved the lower road
1 Pinaus Lake that goes right through thelr property
They were having problems with people leaving gales
open and their cattle and horses could not be restricted
In areas whers they wanied them to be, To remedy this,
the Haworths. at their own expense, bullt & bypass road
around the trouble spots where the gates were nol
necessary. This bypasa road is still on thelr property, but
as the Huworths twold me, “They do not want to deny
access 1o all hunters and fishermen, because rot all are
thoughtless and inconsiderate.” As well, they have had
cattle shot and other acts of carelessness and disregard
ior the progerty of offers. Despite LIl thase problems,

s have remained docile with trespasse:
e lasent incidgmt may however, change their thinking
and I for one will not be & critic againat any action they
take to eliminate future problems

Last weakend, while working In the mesdzw two of
their boys found one of thelr horses had been shot by &
high powered rifle. The horse waa down and had been for
sometime and had to be destroyed. As Flo sald ith
tearful speech, “The horse was 15 years old and was &
faithful animal all those years.” Naturally the whole
family was shoc..ed and sad with the loss, The horse was
biack and while In color and could not have been
mistaken fo oose or deer and the Hawortha figure
the anlmal was accidently shot by TARGET
SHOOTERS. They found the empty shells and alsa the
target

Flo also mentioned one other similar Incident in-
volving larget shooters. This time they were pinned
down o the ground by bullets Nying overhead when
waorking in the hay meadow, when the shooling siopped
they gave chase to the culprits but couid not get a licence

number.
BE CAUTIOUS

While out in the woods, T myself have nuled targels
placed In trees, or on the ground. These tergets had no
backstop whatever (o stop the bullel. This is the message
the Haworths would like me to get across . .ne Idlots
that target shoot in this careless and very dangerous
method, Let me elabornte further — never place a target
anywhere that does not have o bank directly behind the
target to stop the bullel, firing Into & la:ge tree Ls & very
toolish practice, and should never be done with today’s
The bullet can travel right through

more dangerous The bullet can glance off the ground
and continue with very litte loss of velacity.

1am aware, that each fall a rifle should be checked
with & targel before hunting because, the sights may
have been bumped or moved and if so, could result in 5
wounded animal. I also know, there is no facility
able in this area for this purpose. The Vornon Fish and
Game Cluk has a targe! range. bul access 1s limited to
members only. Every hunter should be & member of the
club and the cost of membership would be worthy just
for this privilege alone, not ta mention the other benefita.
CAN BE TASTY

Venison can be lasty. Periodically, we get calls
asking If there In a way to cook venison that will
iminate the wild taste, and the answer is yes. Mind
you, the quality of venison ia determined In the manner
the antmal s dressed 1n the fleld. For exampte, If acent
pnas are not properly removed immediately and clean
your Kknife very carefully before cleaning your deer or
scent will laint your whole animal
Great care must be laken not to rupture the bladder
while cleaning the animal, because the urine will also
taint the whole carcass. These iwo very Important things
beling done, you will have good venison to work with. One
other point, your meat should hang for at least one week
after skinning. There are reveral good methods of
cooking venison that s cul up the same way a beef would
be (roasts, elc.). However, my tavorite is
sausage at & ratio of two parts venison, one part pork
trimmings.
