1 hope w0 show
him In the spring apd summer in some small pony
fumping shows and English and Western walk-trot
canter shcws, | know leads are lmportant to a jumper
anc I would aiss like to teach him to longe. How do I go
about teaching him to walk, trot and ctnter on & longe
1ine? Also how do | get him on his proper leads? What
kind of bit shauld | use on bim for jJumping and Western
ahown? He goes good on & hackamore but I don’t think I
would use & hackamore oo him In & show. How should 1
keep my harse In show condition over the winter? I know
grooming Is Important to stimulate the skin. I woold
Kreatly appreciats your help o I conld start tralning
right away. Also, is cavalettis Important if 1 teach &
horss to jump"

To start with, you have a green horse whose bonen
have not fully developed, So you can't expect to make a
fump horse out of him in one year, but & pro
cavalettl work will definl.ely be an asset when he'n
physically capable of jumplng helghts.

Before you do this, you must teach your horse the
basic ground work like walk, trol and canter on the
proper leac upon command of you* leg aids. In order lo
do this if at all posslble | would suggest you take some
lessons trom a professional trainer. 1 would start ysur
horse out in @ D-ring snaffle which can be used In
English classes and will put a soft mouth = him for
when you put & curb bit in hls mouth for Wea

ABfar as teaching your horse (o longe, g!lynurlnll a
longeing whip and start out in relatively small circles
walking and trotting on voice commands. This will take
tme bul be conalstent and patient. Wnhen you have
mastered that try cantering. Most horses wili lake the
proper lead on a longe line. If he doesn't tighten your
circle
Keeplng a horse in show condition year round fa
asible. 1 like to see u horse fed whatever hay he will
clean up (18 to 20 pounds a day) is usually ample and
then four to six weeks before the showa start and you are
riding more, r supplement of graln be given

What you want o da with your horse is aboul a three
year program so above all don't push him and take .t
step by alep. The reaults will be well worth it. Good luck!
