“We live on the outskirts of town
and have Lo ride on the side of the roads & lot. My gelding
has suddenly developed = fear of cars coming up behind
him. It doesn’t bother him s long &8 they come facing
him, He isn't afraid of anything except cars.

From what you have told me It i difficult to
determine where this problem originated. It is possible
{hat. ne day he may have had his attention on something
else just as a vehicle passed and it frightened him. A
small rock may have been thrown up by & tire of a
passing vehicle which frightened him. And in all
probability. you are now in the habit of tensing up when a
vehicle approaches from behind because you are afraid
of what his reaction will be. This will only make the
problem worse. Your fear makes him think there Is
really something lo be scared of.

I would suggest that you stop and face the
proaching vehicies, pat him and talk calmly to him until
it has passed, then continue on, 1f space permita, taking
him tnto a small circle at a walk may help, again talking
calmly 'o him. Where and when it is possible, 1 would
suggest riding him towards the oncoming traffic rather
than with it This also allows you to see what's coming.
