CURLING TIP

Starting your backswing: First watch your left arm
See that 1t 13 extended to the side and slightly ahead of
vour budy The Broom straw should rest gently on the ice
e should just toueh below your left shculder
getthe straw of the broam behind you.

Draw the stone back slowly with your fingers. As the
stanv begins to slowly move back, both legs help 1t the
lower body However, once the lower body begins to
move upward, about B0 per cent of your bady welght
shifts to the hack le

The major portion of your weight remains shifted to
the ball of your hack fool until welght transfer starts on
the forwird slide. Do not get your welght back on your

As the stone begins to move back. the sllding foot
moxes slightly back and to the side. As other body parts
move back during your backswing. 50 does your broom
arm [f the broom doesn't move back slightly with the
motton of the throwing arm and the sliding leg, the
shoulder and upper body may be pulled away from thelr
square position 1o the imaginary line between the rock
and the skip's broom
