1 show her quita & bit
during the summer. My problem Is this: she knows her
leads and galts, but she won't do them on & loose reln.
She also holds her head too high.'* ‘I have started riding
bor with & looso reln and holdlag my haod close to ber
o MOOK. = yolco command fo *'whoa”. SBhe knows
o what i , but Fetifl-can't getused to the looss rein
because #%o0 likes o go faster than required.”
