‘When temperatures are as cold as at the present
time, feeding our feathered friends is not always the best
thing to do. 1 know people mean well and the birds do
appear to be In need of a hand-out but, when the tem-
perature 13 minus 20 and colder & bird should be made to
hunt for 1ts { B; . I mean seratch or run around
and not be allowed to just st In one place and gorge until
it can eat no more. This kind of feeding could doom a
bird to freezing to death as It sits waiting for Ita inner
works to digest the free hand-out meel.

Each winter about this time, nature's deep freeze
becomes less stocked with seeds, berries and other bird
foods. A good amount of the birds food supply Is
unreachable under deep mow and the ever Increasing
depth continues to bury more almost dal'y. This is when
birds [n search of food will come around bulldings and
yards. Thisls when they are the most vulrerable to cats,
dogs and to man’s kindness,

FEEDING METHODS

Where posatble, all birds should be fed in their
natural surroundings. Small birds, such as sparrows,
mnow-birds, and chick-adees are at home in tree branch-
es. Feed larger birds like pheasants, partridge and
plgeons on the ground — elther under trees or on the
south side of a bullding for windbreak and out In the open
away from anything that a eat or dog can gneak up

The most
important thing Is to make certaln the sced and gravel
are under & roof of some sort to protect the seed from the
weather. The feedar can be tled in the branches 5o it ts
high enough to be safe from cats and dogs, but not too
high to reach from the ground when you want to restock.

Beef suet 15 al% an Ideal food for small birds and s
tree for the asking at most meat processing places. This

an be easily tled to the branches as well. Finally, and
this1s very Important, wrap tin around the tree trunk, an
old stove pipe works well, The u.n should be at least two
! from the ground and all the way around the tree
trunk. This will prevent cats nom climbing the tree.

Feeding large birds 18 a much bigger underts.c
and should not be attempted unless you are well virs-d
In carrect methods and aware of the dangera thul tn-
correct feeding practice may bring about. Pheasants, in
particular, can be killed by kindness. For this reason, it
is best to contact someone in the know, such as a con-
servatlon officer or a member of the local fish and game
club. Any one of these pecple will view the situation and
H they feel the birds should be fed, you will be told and

1 how to carry out a successful feeding program.

The fact that pheasants appear to be hungry and are
seen around your home, does not mean you should feed
them. Inrecent years a good number of these birds have
chosen to habitat within heavily restdential areas, even
within city limts. The danger risk in winter feeding these
birds Is not nearly as serious as feeding the rural birds
that are still in their environment. Rural birds are first
to find their winter food supply exhausted. As a result,
they require assistance first.

Best method of feeding pheasant, partridge and
pigeon is to clear the snow right down (o the ground.
Then uging a mixture of sawdust, gravel and mixed
grain sprinkle the ground about two Inches deep. The
blrds will find your feed area very quickly, but will have
o scrateh for their food. Thix 18 the way nature intended
It to be. By scratching they keep warm and alert to
danger.

l.urgel ‘bird feed Is costly and you should contact the
Fish and Wildilfe Branch for advice. Some years they
have a amall amount of feed grain available for that
purpoca. Flsh and game clubs also are sympathetie to
starving birds and will help out if they can,

Best method Lo freeze fish any size is to clean your
fishand then wrap the entire fish {n at least three to'four
layers of newspaper, that has been sonked with water.
Freeze the fish for 24 hours, remove, and repeat the
newspaper wrapping and sonk the entire fish until wet
all over and refreeze. This fish will not get freezer burn
and will be fresh as ever for up to three mon
provided you get & good seal
