Youdon't have to be a weather bureay
prophet lnorder o be a better fisherman,
but knowing what conditions lle ahead
can make o big difference in your catch.

‘The barometer {s & moat useful piece of
equipment for this. It Is handler than &
termometer because It foretells what
kind of fishing weather one will have, For
tnstance:

Steady rising — Indicates good fishing,
ume surface lures. Unsteady falling —
fiah in deep water, use sinking lures,
Rapld risihg — indicates unsettled
‘weather; use a combination of surface
and near surface lures. Steady rising and

le temperature foretells fine
weather and fishing.

Unateady falling incremses pressure
downward, atfects the oxygen supply In
water, and in order to avold atmospherc
presmure flsh seek lower levels. A
barometer reading of 20.90 ia equivalent
to sea.level pressure and Is the average.
Fishing is generully good above ihat
reading and poor below It.

Barometers, however, may be too
costly for some fishermen and there arc
ethers who would rather depend on thelr
witand knawledge of nature, as 1 do. How
do we do 112 Some watch the leaves on
trees about them:

11 the light sides of leavas are turned up
when the wind blows It shows o ateady or
rising burometer.
