The new
look. has been brought about by the efforts of the In-
dust-y. dealers. and National, Frovincial and local
clubs. The sport has developed into an ideal family
winter acvity. And more and more sled ownera ore
golng the club route. One reason 1a that clubs matntain
and groom traila And drivers using maintained trails
don't nave to worry about running into ferces, getting
lost, or getting Into situations they can't handle,

Such an approsch helps 1o solve the problem of where
not to go, which Ia becoming ever more serious to
snowmobllers In some aress. The trend la towerd
keeping machines oul oi nlaces where they tend lo
create aceldents, disurb wildiife, disturh non-
snowmobilers, of interrupt the solitude of remote areas

The international Snowmoblle Industry Asaociation
conducted an extensive survey in snowbelt areas. It's
purpose was 1o determine some of the most important
reasain for restrictions on snowmoblle usage. One
maller thal came up tme after Ume was the desire of
many drivers t roam in unfamilar country. Such ac-
uvity leads 1o accldents and trespas:

The problem la being iicked to a great degree by
lmiting the sleds to zoned arean or designated tralls.
tuher plane include imiting party size, setting times
when the sleds ~ay be operated, and building facilities
designed exclui vely for snowmobllers. These solution3
&  “ecoming musts in the maore populated areas where
snowmobtlers have infringed on the rights of others.

Here In the Okana gan and surrounding areas there are
lodges In the back country that slay open during winter
and cater to snowmoblling groupa. You can getroom a%ia
board and access to top tralls. Three that come (nto s
imrediately are Echo Like Rescrt, Sugar Lake Fieing
Camp, and Dee La.ze Lodge. The latter, offers meals und
lodging as well as groomed tratls.
