You would not wiah to wear clothing which was dirty
or stiff and neither doea the horse!

All leather should be kept soft and supple or it will
crack. Some olls are not sultable as they will cause rot —
neatsfoot 13 one of them, The best thing to use 15 a bar of
glycerine saddle soap avallable at your tack shop.

Leather should be first cieaned off and made free of
dirt and halr with o sponige and cold water. With clean
cold water and a sponge you are ready to sta-t. You can
cther dip the bar of saddle soap in the water or the
sponge and then rub on the bar. Keep the sponge well
