GUIDE REPORT

What time
do you fish?

al many ideas have fermented through the

ages 1o determine the best striking or biting time of fish.

Some were based on pure whims or guperstitions. Some,

however, have proven substantially sound. Eere are

three of the most widely used systems devised from fact

and tried and accepted by the old-time, back-woodsman
as well as the most modern angler.

BAROMETER METHOD

Perhaps the oldest and most frequently used method
is that of the rising and falling barometer. It Ia farily
cbvious tha® fish tend nol io bite during stormy or windy
days, that {s, when the barometer i3 falling.

Also, better {ishing 15 found when the barometer is
normal or rising during pemdu ox relatively calm
weather. The criteria then ai a good barometer,
Inowt g how to read it, plus keeplng a salty eye on the

water.
TEMPERATURE METHOD

Not long ago it was noticed that certain fish would
resnond differently at certain water temperatures. In
studying the behavior pattern of these fish It was
possible to establish the various levels or depths of water
where each species of flsh tended to fzed because of the
temperature of thw water at that level. Smaller fish, for
tnstance, strike best when found in water of about 80to 70
degrees Fahrenheit. If that temperature were found ata
depth of 20 feet, you would find the greatest amount of
smaller fish feeding at that level. Trolling 10 to 20 feet
closer to the surface would almost assuredly produce
lttie_or no smaller specles of

There are fishing thermometers on the market that
will register the temperatures of water at givén depths
Constructed n a cup-like fashion, it will hold water at
different levels 50 When it 18 brought to the surface for
reading, the temperature will not change. The use of the
temperature theory of fish is still new. Careful study of
each species of fish takes long and minute analysis by
compelent men In that fleld. It ls, therefore, quite
tedlous for the average fisherman but may, given time,
prove to be one of the mosl satis{acto

an lnadequate guesstimate because there are times
when a fool too high or oo low can make @ big dif-
ference.

The answer lles In lake the fish's temperature,
That's right, just ease the thermometer down its gullet
and cbserve the reading. And because fish are cold-
blgoded creatures, their body temperaturea will match
that of the water depth &t which they are caught.

USE OF-MOON PHASES

The relation of moon cycles Lo fish feedings I easily
undersiood. The bellef thal fish do not strike during the
days when & full moon I8 at jts brightest during the
nights, revolves around the fact that flsh can see io feed
at night and therefore aren’t shungry during the daylight

Conversely, If the nights are dark the fish tend to do
most of thelr feeding during the daylight hours. Thus,
the day fishing during a dark maon phase should be the
most productive.
