ERNIE GARE GEORGE FARGHER EDDIE JOHNSTONE

When Ernie Gare, George Fargher, and Eddie Johnstone played with the Vernon Essos in
1971, they never dreamed they'd be teammates again...almost 20 years later.

Gare, Fargher, and Johnstone comprise the Vernon Lakers' coaching staff. And they have
been as successful as coaches as they were 19 years ago as junior 'A’ players.

The 1971-72 Vernon squad won the B.C. championship. Gare was among the leading scorers
in the BCJHL and Fargher was a top-notch defensive centre. Johnstone started the year with the
Essos, but in December, he was called up to the Medicine Hat Tigers of the Western Hockey
League.

Johnstone starred with the Tigers for two and one-half seasons before moving on to the pro
ranks. After stints with two WHA and in the American Hockey League, Johnstone played in the
NHL with the New York Rangers and Detroit Red Wings.

Gare starred for several seasons with the Spokane and Trail, of the Western International
Hockey League. Fargher, who remained in Vernon after his final junior season, finished his
hockey career with the Vernon Cougars of the now-defunct North Okanagan Hockey League.

Gare and Fargher were reunited in 1986 and Johnstone joined them the following year after
retiring from the NHL. In their first season as a coaching trio, the Lakers won the provincial title.
Then, in 1988-89, they guided Vernon to the Western Canada championship.
