The Vernon Lakers have
won the Western Canadian
Championship for three of
the past four seasons, sur-
rendering the title to the
New Westminster Royals
in 1990 though they made
up for their downfall with

the Centennial Cup that

year.

The Lakers captured
their first Abbott Cup dur-
ing the 1988-89 campaign
thanks to the clutch goal-
scoring of Tony Szabo
along with the defensive
work of players like Jason
Marsh now with St.
Louis Blues), Dean Zayon-
ce, and Sean Hamilton.

The local club picked up
their second Western
Canadian title in May of
1991 when they defeated
the Yorkton Terriers dur-
ing a one-game event at
the Centennial Cup Tour-
nament held in Sudbury,
Ont.

The Lakers earned their
third honor last spring
during the national junior
tournament in Winnipeg
when they beat the Wink-
ler Flyers during round
robin pla¥.

The Flyers had their
revenge as well however,
beating the Lakers in the
semi-final playoff round to
advance to the Centennial
Cup final against Thunder
Bay, Ont.

Goaltending like a
giant question mark above
each of the five teams in
the B.C. Junior Hockey
League Interior Division
as the 1992-93 campaign
approaches.

The team with the best
Foal-tender could easil
ind itself atop the stami
ings when the dust clears
next spring. Of the five
clubs only Penticton
Panthers boast a starting
goaltender that was in
their lineup last season in
all-star Dave Kilduff.

Unfortunately, the
Panthers have been
stripped completely bare
down the middle of the ice
and most comspicuous by
his absence is superstar
Paul Kariya. The slick
centre was the only junior
“A” player to crack the
Team Canada lineup last
year at the World Junior
Hockey Championships
and it might have cost him
the league scoring title.

Nevertheless, with Kar-
iya’s absence, and in spite
of a solid defensive nu-
cleus, the Panthers will be
forced to go with three
rookie pivote up front.

Another factor in the
equation is coaching. Only
two of the five clubs have
the same coach returning
to the lineup while in Chilli-
wack and Merritt the

bench bosses will be 22 and
23 years of age, respec-
tively. Even the defending
division playoff champion

new mentor filling the
shoes left vacant by the

The first couple of weeks
on the new job weren’t too
bad. They were the prover-
bial calm before the storm.
After Rob Bremner was
hired as our Head Coach
lhjﬁs really took off. The
battle for quality players
was on and we were
embroiled in the thick of it.

We think we did all right
in getting quality players
like Danny Shermerhorn,
Todd Kelman, Jason Chip-
man, and Terry Ryan. As a
GM my job means con-

vincing players their best
interests would be served
by playi.nE in Vernon. Sell-
ing the Okanagan is much
like selling ice cream at
Kal Beach in the middle of
July; not too tough.

Lest I get too much
credit for attracting the
talent this i1;c.=,ar. let’s lay
the credit where it belongs.
Coach Bremner and his
assistant, John Cameron,
deserve big kudos for a
tremendous job of recruit-
ing. Bremner took a close
look at 1200 or so players
during the spring and sum-
mer while working the
Lakeland Super Series
camps. Cameron has a
superb grasp of young
talent coming out of West-
ern Canada, especially
Alberta.

The last couple of
months we haven’t
bothered too much with the

business end of things
because the main focus
was on getting players.
Our feeling was that if the
cake isn’'t made properly
the icing won’t matter.

Now, however, we are
actively fpowering ahead in
terms of making the Lak-
ers a viable financial enti-
ty. That’s another primary
focus of the GM, making
sure the number of dollars
coming in at least equals
the number of dollars
going out.

In that regard, the
response from the com-
munity has been terrific.

We are closing in on 500
season tickets (470 sold so
far) and that is a delightful
number, thanks to a lot of
hard work by Anne Rogers
our box office workaholic.
I'm confident we can reach
500 season tickets and that
will make us number one

in the league in that
department.

e thing I would ask of
our fans is that they be
patient with us for the first
20 games or so. We have a
lot of very good young
talent but it will take a
while for that talent to
mesh and come together.
Coach Bremner has a sys-
tem which is extremely
effective but it will take a
while for our kids to per-
fect it.

All in all, things are
comin% together quite
nicely for the Lakers this
season.
